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PROPOSED ADDITIONS TO PRODUCT COVERAGE
Draft Working Consolidated List of Proposals Revision
The following communication, dated 25 July 2012, has been received from the delegations of Australia; Canada; Costa Rica; the European Union; Japan; Korea; Malaysia; Norway; the Separate Customs Territory of Taiwan, Penghu, Kinmen and Matsu; Thailand; and the United States.
The attached document contains a working consolidated list - not an agreed list - representing all current proposed additions to ITA product coverage submitted by at least one Participant. Entries on this are without prejudice to the positions of individual ITA Participants and are subject to change as a result of negotiations among ITA Participants. All ITA Participants are invited to provide input and to propose additional products for inclusion on the consolidated list. Each Participant reserves the right to withdraw or modify the items they have proposed for inclusion. This list will be updated accordingly.
This working consolidated list is presented in two parts:
· Attachment A items; and

· Attachment B items.
Technical Explanation
The working consolidated list was prepared on the basis of HS2007 nomenclature, and all proposals for Attachment A were made at the HS 6-digit level. In certain cases, there may be multiple entries for the same HS 6-digit code which represent different proposals made by different Participants. Where proposals were made to cover an entire HS 6-digit subheading, the Harmonized System product description developed by the World Customs Organization was used. In cases where all HS-6 digit subheadings within an HS 4-digit heading are included in ITA product coverage, the HS 4-digit heading may be listed at a later stage. For the purposes of this initial consolidation of Participant submissions, all HS 6-digit proposals were included on a single Attachment A list. However, Participants may separate products into Attachment A, Section 1 and Attachment A, Section 2 at a later stage.
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
